Use overviews

This booklet is intended to be used flexibly, in whatever way will best meet educator/school needs. Below is a
recommended process for assessment. Schools can deviate from these recommendations however to meet their
needs. Schools should ensure that the ways tasks are administered are consistent across classes.

Assessment process:

In order to use this took in the most efficient way possible, assess students in tiers depending on how well they
do, starting with more complex skills and working down to simpler skills only as needed. The tiers of assessment
are indicated on the score sheets in yellow and on each subtest through asterisks (*=tier 1, * = tier 2, *** = tier 3)

Moving
through the tiers of assessment allows educators to identify why a student can’t read/write using the target set(s).
